These measurements are approximates.  I gathered this information by measuring different mantles and these are the average measurements I found.  When the original mantles were being made there were no measurements set in stone.  We received our mantles and not all of them were exactly the same.
White mantle:  the first white mantles used were old fashioned cloth diapers made of one layer of solid white cotton material; they were 2 foot by 3 foot square. Back in the ‘70’s these cloth diapers came in packages of a dozen.  We were running out so Bro. Pruett said we could cut them in half. 12” by 36”.   As the years went by and these diapers became scarce, white material was cut up into a variety of sizes and used.  I’ve seen them as small as 4” by 6”.  
Bro. gave me my white mantle when he put me through the three gates and gave me another one when he baptized me on my back.  So I had two white mantles.  
Father’s Mantles also Throne Mantles:  these are just like regular mantles except they are larger, 51” long by 12” wide
Regular Mantles: 41” long by 10” wide  
Children’s Mantles:  these were given to mothers with their regular mantles to use on her children.

These children’s mantles were made of just the rainbow colored material.  No fringe or solid red material was used. 36” long by 6” wide

Mother’s Birthing Mantle: a solid white hand towel was used with fringe sewn on the top and bottom. 23” long by 15” wide

Bro. Pruett gave some fathers a solid red bath towel.

The colored material used was to represent judgment passed over; a rainbow.  The solid red material was used to represent the Blood of Christ.  The Fringe:  Bro. Pruett instructed us to use either solid red fringe or the red and white fringe.  The red signified the blood and the white signified the waters.  It was hard to find the red and white fringe, so the red and white with a little bit of blue (pictured above) was found and it was used.  The seven openings on the sides let the seven works/ winds of the Holy Ghost pass through the mantle.  The fathers mantles can have 14 openings  on each side.  
I have seen people with some weird looking mantles.  Little miniature ones, tassels instead of fringe, sewn all the way solid on the sides, and great big ones that look like table cloths.  I have also been asked to make a custom mantle with silver looking thread.  (I did not comply).  Bro. Pruett said, “Don’t add to it nor take away from it.”      
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—— This line signifies the stitches

that are sewn on each side.

This Picture illustrates the materials used to make a mantle. The front side is the rain-
bow colored material. The back is the solid red material, at the top and bottom is the
Trim Fringe.

You sew the top and bottom as follows: the rainbow material with the solid red and the
fringe all the way across. On both vertical sides you sew 6 stitches to end up with 7
open spaces on each side.
